Wharton-Smith for their St. John’s Aquifer Storage and Recovery Facility 

This project helps to alleviate Florida’s water shortage by utilizing the vast Florida Aquifer, which is composed of 
carbonate rock and located beneath the coastal regions of the Southeastern United States. As one of the world’s 
most productive aquifers, the Floridian Aquifer was able to store upwards of 300,000,000 gallons of treated 
drinking water. This project also helps to restore and expand the function of the Floridian Aquifer.

The project commenced in September 2008 
and was completed in July 2009. The project presented several unique challenges during construction, including 
selecting appropriate materials, constructing a massive concrete vault, minimizing disruption to the existing 
hospital and understanding the very specialized requirements of the installation of the linear accelerator equipment.

Expansion 

The J. Robert Dean Water Treatment Plant is the main supply of water for the Florida Keys. The Reverse Osmosis 
Expansion Project was designed to meet the water requirements under the new Biscayne Aquifer Water Withdrawal 
Restrictions, as it used deep wells to pull up brackish water for its supply. This is particularly important during the 
dry season when restrictions become much more stringent. The expansion increased the plants capacity by 6 MGD 
and provided additional improvements.

The 
new facility was designed to replace the outdated existing facility, which was overcrowded and dilapidated. The 
facility consists of 41,098 square feet of single story new construction located on reclaimed Brownfield (ash 
remediation) site at the northwest side of the intersection of Interstates 95 and 10. The new facility houses six 
primary areas which include, Administration, Canine Housing, Feline Housing, Medical and Intake. The building is 
designed to house a total human population of 60 staff and a total animal population of 260 canines and 200 felines.
